Unless otherwise specified on the face of the: permrt, the wildlife must be lmmed:ately released at
or near the capture site aﬂer the permitted activity.

Unexpected death, injury, or escape of the authorized wildlife shall be reported to the
U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service before the end of the next busmess day..

Bird banding, marklng, radio taggmg, etc., must be conducted in accordance with a Federal Bird
. Marking and Salvage permit. _ :

The following conditions apply until authorized disposal of the wildlife regardless of expiration
date of the permit:

The authorized wildlife may NOT be sold, donated, or transferred unless the receiver has ﬁrst
been issued authorization by the Director. : :

Any' dead authorized wildlife shall be preserved and held for scientific purposes whenever
practical.
